• SAT scores range from 200 to 800; ACT scores range from 0 to 36. SAT college and career readiness benchmarks“represent a 75 percent likelihood of achieving 

at least a C grade in a first-semester, credit-bearing college course in a related subject” (The College Board).

• Raw scores on the ACPs (percentage of items correct) are scaled each year to maintain similar annual passing rates for the district.

semester grades (10% and 15%). “Average course mark (no ACP)” is computed from semester grades before factoring in ACP scores. In ELEMENTARY school, 

ACP results account for 5% of students' semester grades for core courses; course-grade statistics are not reported here for elementary grades.
