• SAT scores range from 200 to 800. ACT scores range from 0 to 36.

• SAT College and Career Readiness Benchmarks are the same for each subject (critical reading, mathematics, and writing): 500. The SAT benchmark indicates a 

65 percent likelihood of achieving a B- average or higher during the first year of college. ACT's College Readiness Benchmarks are the minimum scores that 

indicate a 50 percent chance of earning a B or better (and 75 percent chance of earning a C or better) in the corresponding college course. The ACT 

benchmarks are available for four subject-area tests. They are English: 18, reading: 21, mathematics: 22, and science: 24.

• PSAT/NMSQT College and Career Readiness Benchmarks are the scores associated with a 65 percent likelihood of achieving a B- first-year college GPA. The 

College Board has determined PSAT benchmark scores separately for grades 10 and 11 in each subject. For grade 10, the benchmarks are critical reading: 42, 

mathematics: 44, writing: 42. For grade 11, the benchmarks are critical reading: 45, mathematics: 47, writing: 45. There are no benchmarks for grade 9.

• Raw scores on the ACPs (percentage of items correct) are scaled each year to maintain similar annual passing rates for the district.

The ACPs are semester exams administered in grades K-12. Not all courses have ACPs. In MIDDLE and HIGH school, ACP results account for a portion of 

students' final semester grades (10% and 15% respectively). “Average course mark (no ACP)” is computed from semester grades before factoring in ACP scores.
